BARI WEISS is a staff editor and writer for the
New York Times. She writes about culture and
politics. Bari was an op-ed and book review
editor at the Wall Street Journal before joining
the Times in 2017. She is a native of Pittsburgh
and graduated from Columbia University.

Their beliefs in natural rights, limited
government, religious freedom, and
human virtue and dignity ushered in two
centuries of American prosperity. Now, as
Will shows, conservatism is under threat
— both from progressives and elements
inside the Republican Party. Senator Ben
Sasse (R-Nebraska) called The Conservative
Sensibility “A monumental achievement.
[It] is not a "Washington book’ about
partisan politics — it’s much bigger than
that. It's a career capstone that will stir
your soul with its passionate reminder of
what conservatism really means.”
